Soil Preparation

® Zoil Test the area or top soil that will be used for the area to be sodded first.

® Ideally you should have at least 6 inches of top scil. Loosen the 20il to a depth 4 to 6
inches with rototiller or tillage impleme nt.

® Eliminate clrainage pr-;::]:lem-s ].'I}' haﬂ'ng the =0il EIGPE away from the foundation or were
water ma pudcl e. Rake and smooth the soil; remove any ebris or large dirt clods before
lightl}r ru::Tling the area to firm the soil surface.

L Epread Sod Starter prior to zod installation.

Sod Installation

® Start installation ]J}" la}ring sod al-;:nng the lungest Etraight line.
® Butt and puah edges tngether tightl}r; avoid gaps or -stretching the zod.

® Ayoid ]szneelinicun the sod while it is ]:leing installed or just after watering. It will take a few
waterings for the soil to settle.

L Lightl}r roll the new sod to improve sod to soil contact.

Watering the New Sod Installation

® Water at least 1 inch of water within first 15 hour of installation.

* Depenrling on weathe:;. plan to water dail:..r or more often to lzeep the sod moist (not
saturated} for the first two weeks.

® Check for root devel-;:upment; less frequent and deep er watering can ]:legin after roots ]'Jegin
to devel::np.

® CAUTION! Less frequent watering as the sod develops a root system is very important.

Less £requent watering will encourage the roots to go deeper “lc:czlzing" for moisture.
Deeper roots mean a more stable turt.
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Mowing

® Begin mowing as req‘uirecl. For mature or newly establizh lawns, avoid removing more than
1/3 of leaf blade per mowing

(Core Aeration

L Iu:leall].r within the first 3 to 6 month a &eep core aeration of the newly laid sod will further
enhance root develcupme nt that will enable to the sod to finish establishment.

® [deal time to spread the p-;:utentiall}r needed fertilizer based on Soil Test results.
